SHAPEFILE DESCRIPTION:

The PLS## shapefiles were created from DPR=s PLSNET ARC/INFO coverage by the following procedure.

1.  In ARCEDIT with the state PLSNET coverage as edit coverage and polygon as the editfeature, all polygon features (sections) within the county of interest were selected using the following query language example.

Example: sel county_cd = '01'

2.  Using the ARCEDIT PUT command, with the path and file name argument, new ARC/INFO coverages were made from the selected features.

Example:  put /dpest3/share/county/co01_09/co01/pls01

3.  The ARC BUILD command was used to build polygon topology in the new county pls coverages.

Example: build dpest3/share/county/co01_09/co01/pls01

4.  Using ArcView, the PLS## coverages were converted to shapefiles using the CONVERT TO SHAPEFILE command.
